3. Bag in the hole is 3 points, on the board is 1 point.
4. Cancellation scoring rules apply.
Pitching Regulations

1. Team scoring more points in prior toss, throws first
2. If neither team scores or tie points on prior toss, the team that threw second throws first on following toss
3. All four bags must be tossed
4. Thrower’s feet must stay behind the front of the board on their side
